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trustee of the United Nations. A general plebiscite was held in
February, 1961: the Neorthern Camercons now voted for absorption into
Nigeria, the Scuthern Cameroons to join with the former French trusteeship
territory., The Northern Cameroons ceased to exist on 1 June 1961; after
negotiations to establish a Federal Republic of Cameroun, the Southern

Cameroons disappeared on 1 October, 1901.
